Introduction

with a mental magic trick. This is the result.
[ hope you enjoy playing it.

Effect

You have a small deck of 10 cards.

- Blue side: 10 unique Greek words (white
letters on blue).

- White side: the same 10 words (blue
letters on white).

In total: 100 different words.

Also included: a sheet with the rules.

A few spectators can play at the same time.
1. The cards are blue side up.

2. Each player thinks of one word.

3. Turn the cards to the white side.

4. Players look for their word quickly.

5. The fastest player wins.

6. The magician reveals each chosen word.

Secret

The secret is the last word on the blue side
— the code word.

You remember this word for each player.
Each code word has a number:

1.Eva=1

2. Zevydpl (pair) = 2

3. Tpiywvo (triangle) = 3

4. TpamedL (4 legs) = 4

5. Xépt (5 fingers) =5

6. K0Bog (6 sides) = 6

7. Oupavio (mystical 7) =7

8. Oktamodo (8 legs) =8

9.Téta (9 lives) =9

10. TéAog (end = 10) = 10

When the rules are read, each player points
to the card with their word. This gives you
their number.

On the white side, their word will be in that
position.

Example

Player A thinks of kapékAa. Player B thinks
of oL

A’s card has code word yéptL — 5.

B’s card has code word oktamodo — 8.

On the white side: A’s word is 5th, B’s is
8th.
